Stammt mit einiger Sicherheit trotz gegenteiliger Aussage im alten Familienregister Sulgen nicht aus der
Familie des Tennenbronner Bergbauern Georg Reiter oo Katharina Langenbacher. Méglicherweise ist er
identisch mit Nr. 17.i, Sohn des Mathias Reiter auf dem Zwillingshof im Tennenbronner Schwarzenbach
(grenzt an die Tennenbronner Hub an). Dann ware er 1733 geboren und bei seiner Heirat 1773 schon 40
Jahre alt, was zwar nicht unmdglich, aber auch nicht gewohnlich ist. Eine andere mdgliche Herkunftsfamilie
ist allerdings nicht erkennbar.

Is It is true that the family of the Tennenbronn farmer Georg Reiter and wife Katharina Langenbacher does
not come from the family register Sulgen. Possibly, he is identical to No. 17.i, son of the Mathias Reiter on
the Zwillingshof in the Tennenbronner Schwarzenbach (borders the Tennenbronner Hub). Then he would
have been born in 1733, and his marriage in 1773 was already 40 years old, which is not impossible, but
not ordinary. However, another possible family of origin is not recognizable.

Joseph Reiter and the family of Tennenbronn moved to the Sulgen. The three children were still born in
Tennenbronn. In the earliest family register of Sulgen (laid out around 1808), the two children Philipp and
Severin (Christian had already died as a child) said: "Both sons are in foreign lands, the first of them being
servants, others travel on his profession as a journeyman carpenter. "

Severin REITER
Severin Sr. was listed as a citizen of Sulgen and a Master Carpenter of Sinzheim in Germany

Severin Jr. and Josephine left Schramberg for America on 8 August 1855. They ventured to La Havre,
France where they boarded the sailing vessel Germania. They sailed from Le Havre, France to New York
City. They would have been processed at the newly opened Castle Garden Immigration facility before
making their way to Scranton, Pa. to begin their life in America. They arrived in America on Oct. 12, 1855
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
